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The Allen Group CEO Accompanies Dallas Officials in Ceremony for the
Advisory Council Conference for the Institute of Mexicans Abroad

Richard S. Allen, Chief Executive Officer of The Allen Group, attended the inauguration of the Advisory
Council Conference for the Institute of Mexicans Abroad on Tuesday, April 22, 2008 at the Crescent
Court Hotel in Dallas, Texas.

The stop in Dallas was a result of Mayor Tom Leppert’s invitation
to the president during a January trade mission to Monterrey, Mexico, which Mr. Allen also attended. The
purpose of the mission was to promote trade between the twin inland ports, Dallas IIPOD and the
Interpuerto.
